Context: Example of Port Development In UK [JOC 14] 
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Ʒ In the UK., despite no longer being a major trading centre for merchandised goods, it is estimated that 

262,700 jobs and £13.8 billion ($21.5 billion) were generated in 2011 through the provision of maritime 

services (Oxford Economics, 2013).  

 

Ʒ The United Kingdom distribution industry as a whole employed an estimated 2.67 million people, 10 per cent 

of workplace employees in 2007 (Haven Gateway Partnership, 2010).  

 

Ʒ Similarly, the sixberth London Gateway terminal development nearing completion is expected to create 12,000 

new jobs and another 20,000 jobs indirectly (Holman Fenwick Willan LLP, 2013).
